      The Buddhist Kingdom and The Hindu Kingdom 

1. Indian traders who came to Indonesia brought an influence which is Hinduism. 
2. Hinduism blended well with the local existence with Indonesia, and grow up to a Kingdom called Tarumanegara, located their capital in West Java. 
3. Buddhism soon arrive as trading partner from China arrive in Indonesia. Like Hinduism, Buddhism soon rose into a Kingdom, called Srivijaya, a kingdom with a powerful navy centered in Sumatra. 
4. Melayu Kingdom also flourished around present-day Jambi on Sumatra.

The creation of Borobudur and war expedition

1. The first Sunda kingdom roses after the end of Tarumanegara Kindom. Srivijaya wage war against the Melayu Kingdom in present-day Jambi, Sumatra, and took over the Kingdom. 
2. Srivijaya also sends an expedition against the kingdom of Java. In the other part of Indonesia, which is today the Island of Sulawesi, the Kingdom of Suwawa. 
3. The king of Sailendra, King Vishnu, begins building a massive temple of Buddhism called Borobudur. The building activity began on the plain of Prambanan. 
4. Sailendra kingdom then attacks and defeats Chenla, which today called Cambodia and rules over Chenla about 12 years. 
5. Borobudur is finished under King Samaratunga. 
6. Patapan of Sanjaya took over the throne of Sailendra which supposed to be in the hand of Balaputra, the young son of King Samaratunga. Patapan of Sanjaya replaced Buddhism with Hinduism. 
7. Pikatan, the son of Patapan, defeat the force of Balaputra, claimant to the throne of Sailendra, and so then he escaped to Sumatra and took power in Srivijaya. 
8. The king of Sanjaya, Daksa, succeeded Balitung in Mataram and began building Hindu temple in Prambanan.  
9. The throne of Mataram was in the hand of Dharmavansa and He conquered Bali. He also found a settlement in Western Kalimantan. 
10. The King of Mataram attack Srivijaya by sending an army overseas but he fail, for Srivijaya was known and feared for it’s navy. Concerned about the attack, 
11. The King of Srivijaya, Chulamanivarmadeva, send an ambassador to China to ask a protection against the army of Dharmavansa from Java.

The Kingdom of Majapahit
1. The throne of Majapahit was in the hand of Jayanegara
2. Nambi, son of earlier chief minister, led a rebellion but is put down by Jayanegara
3. Jayanegara fled to the countryside from the countryside for he was forced by the rebellion led by Kuti forces. Jayanegara then return the court as there was an uprising against Kuti forces.
4. Possibly with the help of Gajah Mada, Jayanegara is assassinated. Tribhuwana Wijayatungga Dewi, daughter of Kertarajasa,is nominal head until 1350.
5. Gajah Mada become the chief minister of Majapahit, and he also appointed to administer a state, rules as a regent.
6. The Kingdom of Pajajaran is established, with it’s capital in Pakuan, near today Bogor. 
7. Tribhuwana Wijayatungga Dewi bore a son named Hayam Wuruk, successor to the line of Majapahit.
8. The Pejeng king of Bali, Dalem Bedaulu, is defeated under the force of Gajah Mada, and takes Bali for Majapahit
9. Minangkabau was ruled by Adityavarman, king of Melayu or Jambi, for Majapahit.
10.  The throne of Majapahit fell into the hand of Hayam Wuruk, heir to the line of Majapahit. 
11. The northern Sumatra islamic Kingdom of Pasai and Aru was conquered by Majapahit. 
12. In the last minute of the ceremonies between the marriage of Hayam Wuruk and the daughter of the King of Pajajaran in Eastern Java, Gajah Mada insist that the daughter of the king handed over as tribute from a dependent king. Violence break out as the King of Pajajaran refuse to submit, and the entire company from Pajajaran is killed. Pajajaran becomes a kingdom who lean on Majapahit for several years. 
13.  Gajah Mada passed away. His duties are divided between four new government post for many responsibilities thath he handled are considered to be too burdensome for normal people.
14. Palembang, the remains of Srivijaya, is conquered by Majapahit by sending navy.
15. Bajarmasin is founded by Empu Jamatka.
16.  Wikramawarddhana succeeded Hayam Wuruk after he passed away. Another son of Hayam Wuru, Wirabumi, quarrel the succession. It was the beginning of the collapse of Majapahit.
17. Aceh converts to Islam.

The spread of Islam in Indonesia and the fall of Majapahit

1. The conflict of succession in Majapahit began and lasted for four years. The power of Majapahit began to lessen as a rebellious force led by Wirabumi began to threatened the kingdom.
2. The chief of Tumasik is killed by Paramesvara, a prince of Palembang who was driven from Palembang to Tumasik (today’s Singapore) and take Tumasik for himself.
3. Paramesvara with his followers found Melaka on the west coast of Malaya for he was driven out by King of Pahan for he was acting in behalf of the King of Siam.
4. China gave a promise of protection to Paramesvara as he send an embassy to China.
5. Semarang is visited by a Chinese Admiral Cheng Ho.
6. The war of succession ends as Wirabumi is executed and his head brought to the court of Majapahit.
7. Beijing is visit by Paramesvara during a state visit.
8. Iskandar Syah was a new name for Paramesvara after he converts to Islam and marry the daughter of the Sulthan of Pasai. Melaka became an Islamic sultanate.
9. A threatened from Siam forced Iskandar Syah to ask help from China. 
10. The son of Iskandar Syah who died at the age of 72 takes the title Sri Maharaja and immediately went to China to ask for help.
11. Queen Suhita become the heir of the throne of Majapahit from Wikramawardhana.
12. Hindu takes violent action against Islam in Melaka.
13. Muzzafar Syah started a rebellion in Melaka and take the throne.
14. The throne of Majapahit is at the hand of Kertawijaya, brother of Suhita. His wife, Darawati, a princess of Champe (today’s Vietnam) give him an advice for him to converts to Islam. 
15. The nephew of Kertawijaya, Sunan Ampel, spread Islam around Surabaya.
16. Rajasawardhana replaced Kertawijaya as he was murdered. This caused to the spread of Islam to slow down.
17. Tun Perak led the forces of Melaka to drive back the force of Thai on sea.
18. Bhre Wengker became the King of Majapahit.
19. Raja Abdullah or Mansur Syah succeeded Muzzafar Syah of Melaka.
20. Kedah and Pahang is conquered by Mansyur Syah from Thai. Pahang become an islamic Sultanate under Melaka.
21. Suraprabhawa seat on the throne of Majapahit.
22. A court rebellion forced Suraprabhawa moves his seat to Daha as he is driven out by Bhre Kertabumi.
23. Many of Hindus left Java for Bali
24. Ternate and Tidore converts to Islam.
25. The title for Sulthan of Melaka fell to the son of Mansur Syah, Ala'uddin Riayat Syah
26. Majapahit kingdom feel into chaos. Kertabumi is driven out from the court, and Girindrawardhana set himself as the ruler of Majapahit.
27. Raden Patah founded the islamic kingdom of Demak.
28. The millitary leader of Malaka, Tun Perak, passess away.
